If you follow any of the YouTube Corvette channels (Rick Conti, C&S, 

Brink of Speed, etc.) you already know there will be a C8 Grand Sport 

for the 2027 model year. Two models, actually: a Grand Sport with a 

new 535-hp engine and a Grand Sport X with that same engine plus 

the electric motor from the ZR1X powering its front wheels.
